The Ancient CathedralkMosque in Cordoba

During the first week of September, Penny and | had the pleasure of spending four days
in the city of Cordoba. The city of Cordoba is in Andalucia about one hundred miles
inland from Malaga on the Rio Guadalquivir. Although Granada, seventy miles to the
southeast of Cordoba is the more well known of the old Moorish cities in Andalucia,
with its highly decorative Alhambra, Cordoba, the ancient capital of the region, can
claim the largest mosque ever built in the western world. Although originally built as a
mosque the central part of the building is now a Cathedral, as can be seen in the centr
of the structure in the photograph above. This illustrates the history of the building,
which has been, in turn, a church (no longer in existence) under Roman and Visigoth
rule, a Mosque under Moorish rule and finally a church, later a cathedral, again
following the 15thC reconquest by "Los Reyes Christianos".

In subsequent issues of the Parish Magazine | hope to relate the history of the building
as described in an excellent augtisual presentation that is housed in one of the other
historic buildings in the city, and to introduce you to King Alfonso X T h e Wi s e 0.
