The agnostic Aldous Huxley talked 

about the awe and reverence, which can 

come when we poke below the surface 

of things.  There is a sense of mystery 

when we stand outside on a still, clear 

night and look up at the stars and 

perhaps shudder at the thought of the 

infinite spaces of which, despite the 

progress in space travel, discovery and 

research, we know relatively very little 

at the moment and which know nothing 

of us.  Or, when we look through a 

microscope at a drop of water, or a 

snowflake.  Or when we catch our 

breath at something beautiful ï a piece 

of music or a work of art, or some 

landscape in the dawn or setting sun, or 

stoop to examine closely a single 

flower.  Then there is human life itself, 

when all our senses are at full stretch to 

enjoy it.  A great mystery when you 

think about it.  The doctors and 

scientists, wonderful as their work is, 

have not really got to the bottom of it.  

We wonder about the mystery of our 

beginning and our ending, particularly 

if we have ever been present to hear the 

very first cry of a newborn baby, or 

been with someone at the moment of 

death as life passed away from the 

body. 

 

As Christians we know that God is the 

Living God.  He is alive and His 

thrilling energy is behind all our 

existence.  You know how when you 

read a letter from a friend you can hear 

their voice through the words, an 

accent, and the rise and fall of it.  So in 

and through the life of the universe 

there is the voice ï the Word of its 

Creator.  Every bit of truth and beauty 

and goodness that the artists, scientists, 

poets and saints have explored become 

coherent, make sense in Him.  The 

mystery of our existence ï our 

becoming and our ending becomes part 

of His, who was before all things, and 

will be when all things have passed 

away. 

One of the wonders of Creation is the 

pattern and order of the seasons each 

year, and you can see in September, the 

summer drawing to a close and autumn 

beginning all around us.

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FROM THE ARCHIVES 1904 

Pentyrch Parochial Church Council 

 

The Vicar in the Parish Magazine for March 1904 wrote that he had been in 

consultation with the Church Wardens and Chapel Wardens with regard to forming a 

Church Council for the whole of the Parish, and this having met with their approval he 

proposed at the Easter Vestries, at their Annual Meeting they should select the 

representatives to act on the Council. 

The constitution of the Council to be as follows, The Vicar, the licenced Curate, Church 

Wardens, Six Members to be chosen from the Parish Church, six from St. Davidôs 

Croesfaen, and three from the Mission Room. 

 

At the Vestry Meetings the following gentlemen were elected.

Harvest 1904

It was proposed by Mr.Rea and seconded by Mr. Llewellyn that the Harvest Festival 

Cantata  (óThe Two Harvestsô ) be performed in the Parish Church and St. Davidôs 

Croesfaen   and that tickets be issued for the Services @  2/- , 1/- and 6d 

 

Beaconsfield Plate 

At this time an interesting collection plate was presented to the Parish Church with the 

following inscription. 

SAINT CADOC  PENTYRCH 

Presented by Joseph Larke Wheatley Town Clerk and Clerk of the Peace of the City of 

Cardiff in commemoration of the marriage of his son  

Robert Albert Wheatly M.A. B.C.L. to Catherine Gwenllian Andrew on 7th July 1904 

 

The plate was made by Lambert of Coventry Street, London and was formerly the 

property of the Rt. Honourable The Earl Of Beaconsfield K.G.
