not simply a series of doctrines or moral teachings that we hold in common, a kind
of ecclesiastical manifesto. As incredible as it may seem to some people, we really
do believe that Christ is alive in the world and in His Church and this is the most
amazing news that has the potential to change everything in our lives and the
world.

We may, at times, feel a little uncomfortable with the idea of a living Faith that
challenges us and potentially changes us. Instinctively we Christians are often quite
traditional creatures. Tradition is one of the three key elements upon which Angli-
canism is based, the other two being Scripture and reason. But we ought to be care-
ful i n assuming that otraditiond is a

the most powerful definitions of tradition in the life

of the Church :

the action and inspiration of the Holy Spirit, and

So you could say that we are called to be part of a
living tradition. There is a simple and distinct image
that is used on the material for the Living Faith pro-
gramme in Wales. It is a red kite in flight. The orni-
thologists among you will know that in Wales some years ago the population of red
kites plummeted to a critical low point. A few people recognised that unless some-
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thing radical was done it would disappear from this part of the world entirely. After
years of loving and careful management the red kite population has grown tremen-
dously. | remember a couple of years ago taking a youth group to a special reserve
outside Aberystwyth at feeding time and the delighted young children saw about 30
-40 kites swooping down for a meal provided by the warden.

Financial Update to end May 2012: Parish of Pentyrch

50 far this year (Januwary to May) our planned monthly giving from all sources has
increased by 21%.

The graph below shows the detailed position. Aprl was an exceplionally good month
with zome higher annual donations received. Cumently we would expect the rest of

the year to be very similar to May's performance — unless, of course, we can
encourage you all to contribute more!

Manthly Planned Siving: Parish of Pentyrch
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Crverall we have also increasad the number of planned givers by 1 (to 93), and the
number uging the preferred direct debit method of payment alzo by 1 (o 33).

All this is good news. However, please rememiber that our Parish share to the
Diocese alone is £40,916 per year which means we have to pay them £3 409 per
month. This compares with the average monthly amount collected =o far this year
through planned giving of £2,220. Thiz means we have a cument monthly shorifall of
£1,189 before we even start paying our other bills (such as gas and electricity). Some
of thiz shortfall can be met from other zources (such as fees from weddings and
special fund raising events), but we are likely fo have fo dip into our fast deindling
reserves before the end of year. So, please think very carefully about how much you
can afford to give in support of your parish and its work.
